Fireweed is a tall plant, growing 2 ½ to 5 
feet from deep horizontal roots. Leaves are 
lanceolate and places alternately on the 
stem which is similar or occasionally 
branched. Bright pink �owers have 2 large, 
rounded petals at the base and 2 slightly 
smaller rounded petals above. The 4 sepals 
are long, narrow, pointed, and purplish. The 
lower �owers on the long graceful raceme 
are 1 to 1 ½ inches across and bloom �rst.
